WHEREAS, the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County of Warren, New Jersey (the
*County") has heretofore adopted a bond ordinance entitled "Bond ordnance providing for
various improvements in, by and for the County of Warren, New Jersey, appropriating
$1,135,774 therefore and authorizing the issuance of $1,078,985 bonds or notes of the
County for financing part of such appropriation; and

WHEREAS, the County has heretofore issued Bond Anticipation Notes on July 14,
1992 in the amount of $1,078,985 (the "Prior Notes"™), which Prior Notes mature on March
12, 1993; and
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WHEREAS, it is desirable and in the public interest to issue bond anticipation notes
pursuant to said bond ordinance, in all aggregate principal amount of not to exceed
$1,078,985 (the "Notes) to pay off the Prior Notes pursuant to the Local Bond Law,
constituting Chapter 2 of Title 40A of the Revised Statutes of New Jersey (the "Local Bond
Law");

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the
County of Warren, New Jersey as follows:

Section 1. That the Notes shall be issued as one issue and shall be in such
denominations, shall bear such number or numbers, such date or dates of issue and maturity,
and such rate or rates of interest, as may be determined in the manner and in accordance with
the ‘applicable provisions of the Local Bond Law. The Notes shall be entitled "Bond
Anticipation Notes™ with such series designation as the County Treasurer may detsrmine.

Section 2. That all of the Notes hall be signed by the manual or facsimile signatures
of the Freeholder-Director and the County Treasurer and the corporate seal of the county shall
be affixed thereto, attested by the manual signature of the Clerk or the Deputy Clerk of the
Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County and shall be payable, both as to principal and
interest, to the purchases thereof, and shall be in substantially the form as the County
Treasurer may determine.

Section 3. That the County Treasurer be and he hereby is authorized and directed to
determine all matters in connection with the Notes not determined by this or a subsequent
resolution and his signature upon the Notes hall be conclusive as to such determinations.

Section 4. That the County treasurer be and he hereby is authorized to take all actions
necessary to sell the Notes from time to time at public or private sales in such amounts as he
may determine at not less than par and to deliver the same from time to time to the
purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from
their dates to the date of delivery thereof and payment therefor, all in accordance with the
provisions of the Notice of Sale dated February 25, 1993 and attached hereto as Exhibit A.

Section 5. That any instrument issued pursuant to this resolution shall be a general
obligation of the County, and the County's faith and credit are hereby pledged to the punctual
payment of the principal of and interest on said obligations and, unless otherwise paid or
payment provided for, an amount sufficient for such payment shall be inserted in the budget
and a tax sufficient to provide for the payment thereof shall be levied and collected.

Section 6. That the County Treasurer be an he hereby is authorized and directed to
report in writing to the Board of Chosen Freeholders at the meeting next succeeding and data
when any sale or delivery of the Notes pursuant to this resolution is made, such report to
include the principal amount, description, interest rate and maturity of the Nates sold, the
price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

(the "Refunding Bonds") in order to advance refund the Series A Bonds,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the
County of warren, New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1. Pursuant to Section 404 of the Service Contract, the Board of Chosen
Freeholders of the County hereby approves and consents to the issuance of Refunding Bonds,
of the Authority to provide for the defeasance of a portion of the Authority’s outstanding
Series A Bonds and the costs of issuance of the Refunding Bonds.

WHEREAS, the index rate for 1993 has been certified by the Director of the Division
of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs as 1.5%; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County of Warren finds it advisable
and necessary to increase its 1993 budget by more than 1.5% over the previous years'’s final
appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Chosen Freeholders of Warren County hereby determines that
a 5% increase in the budget for said year, amounting to $1,163,070.00 in excess of the
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increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by Local Government Cap Law, is
advisable and necessary, , i

Under general correspondence, Mrs. Catherine Clowes of Phillipsburg has written to
the Board regarding safety for their children who have to walk to and from school on
Route 22.

A resolution has been received from Mercer County urging that county government use
"Person First” language when referring to persons with disabilities.

County Counsel Brian Smith reported that regarding the Konove case, it is now ready
to be settled and when it is, all claims will be dropped. Brian will have a further report at the
next Freeholder meeting.

Mr. Smith also reported that with reference to the proposal to have the newspaper
machines moved off the Court House front porch, the Express is willing to move their’s but
the Star-Ledger has not responded. There could be a compromise by moving them inside the
building but Director Miller was not in favor of this. Mr. Smith needs some direction on this
matter.

After some further discussion, Director Miller said he didn’t see why they could not be
moved down to the corner of Mansfield and Second Sts. No actual decision was made.

Mr. Smith said that he needs to talk to the board in executive session about the
Interlocal Service Agreement for dispatch service with Washington and the Warren/Sussex
proposed juvenile detention agreement.

County Engineer Dave Hicks reported that he has received correspondence from
Spillane Eng. Assocs. of Randolph, NJ about a sewer extension on Belvidere Ave. in Oxford,
NJ. He will work with County Counse! Smith on the preparation of an agreement with Oxford.

Mr. Hicks also reported that the Road Department has been informed by their sait
supplier that they are having a problem filling our salt order. They do however, have a supply
of salt that is of a lesser quality.

According to Mr. Hicks we have enough salt on hand for two more storms. We use
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approximately 350 - 400 tons per storm so we could conceivably be out of sait by next week.
Mr. Smith pointed out that if we use a lower quality salt, we may not be in compliance with
our contract.

Mr. Sheridan also pointed out that we may do damage to our spreaders if we use a
lower quality product. Freeholder Matthenius said he had been told by our Asst. Road
Foreman that we had used this before but both Mr. Sheridan and Mr. Miller said that we had
never used the lower grade product before and after further discussion the following action
was taken.

On motion by Mr. Matthenius, seconded by Mrs. chkey, authorization was given to
Mr. Sheridan and Mr. Hicks to proceed under the emergency purchasing statute, at an
appropriate time, if the bonding company does not take action quickly.

We will use the trust fund discretionary money
to finish this project. Dave will bring this in at the next meeting.

After some discussion, the following
action was taken.

The Prosecutor said that the proposed $5,000 petty cash account could conceivably
save the county as much as $2,700 per month. Also, this account is subject to audit and
would be monitored very closely. He feels that the present system is not cost effective and
his proposal is a much better system and would give everyone better accountability.

Director Miller questioned the requested amount of $5,000.

The Prosecutor explained that this figure relates to monthly expenses: travel,
extradition, postage, etc. Director Miller feels that this figure is too high and if tha board
approves it, everyone will request a large petty cash account.

Freeholder Matthenius felt that $200 was too low but that $5,000 was too high but
he is willing to work on a different figure.

Mr. Leupo pointed out that even if the board approves this, it also has to be approved
by the Division of Local Finance. Director Miller feels that if this is approved, the board will
not have enough control over items such as convention expenses, etc.

Director Miller said that he needs assurances from the Treasurer and the Purchasing
Agent as he is very reluctant to change the system. The Treasurer and Purchasing Agent had
no problem with this request and the board then approved the Prosecutor’s request.
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On motion by Mr. Matthenius, seconded by Mrs. Dickey, the Treasurer was authorized
to make application to increase the Prosecutor’s petty cash account from $200 to $5,000.

Mr. Miller suggested that each
department could submit a list of current board members to the Freeholder’s Office and then
a master file could be set-up.

Freeholder Matthenius said that he attended the Warren County Board of Ag meeting
the previous night and a proposal has been made that they would like us to support. Zane
Helsel would like to attend the meeting when this would be discussed. Mrs. Carlton said that
we will be inviting Mr. Helsel to attend the next executive session.

Director Miller had no comments at this time.

Under closing comments, Rose Williams asked about the status of the recycling plan
and the fuel quality assurance plan. Mr. Miller said that Russ Miles is amending the Solid
Waste Management Plan to include these two topics and others that need to be added.
