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MINUTES - BUDGET SESSION | January 4, 1995

The Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County of Warren met in special session at its
office in the Administration Building, Belvidere, NJ on Wednesday, January 4, 1995 at 6:22

p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Director Dickey and upon roll call the following
members were present: Mrs. Dickey, Mr. Miller and Mrs. Stone.

Director Dickey read the following statement: ADEQUATE NOTICE OF THIS MEETING WAS
GIVEN IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE OPEN PUBLIC MEETING ACT BY FORWARDING A SCHEDULE OF SPECIAL
MEETINGS OF THE BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS TO THE WARREN COUNTY CLERK, THE STAR/GAZETTE,
BLAIRSTOWN PRESS, THE NEWS, STAR-LEDGER AND THE EXPRESS-TIMES AND BY POSTING A COPY THEREQF
ON THE BULLETIN BOARD IN THE OFFICE OF THE BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS. FORMAL ACTION MAY
BE TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS AT THIS MEETING. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION IS

ENCOURAGED.

CORRECTIONS

- Correctional Center - Questions primarily on medical, prescription and food contracts.
Freeholder Stone asked for a breakdown between the medical and prescriptions in the
Correctional Center and that in Warren Acres. Warden McGhee justified his request to institute
the rank of lieutenant. Asked for four position changes. It would cost a total of $6,000.00.
The board will consider later.

- Warren Acres - Some general quéstions on medical and food costs. Mr. Pysher asked
the board for three additional full-time positions. The board will consider the request later.

HEALTH

- Environmental - Budget was acceptable.

- Personal Health Services - Some discussion of separating the home health care from
the community health care.

HUMAN SERVICE

- Contracted Services - It was explained that the $1,943,236 figure was put in at 2%
less than that budgeted for 1994. Karen Rosanoff, Director of Human Services, asked for an
increase in funding for the agencies. No decision was made.

- Human Services Administration - Budget was acceptable.

- Office of Services for the Disabled - Questions about the increase in the operating
expenses. The increase has resulted from required signing for hearing impaired individuals.
Budget accepted.

- Office on Aging - Discussion about the director’s request to go from a quarterly to
a monthly newsletter. Budget accepted.

- Nutrition - Budget accepted.
WELFARE

- All three budgets were acceptable.

EDUCATION

- Cooperative Extension - $2,000 added to Car Maintenance. $25,320 should be the
new O & E figure.

- Superintendent of Schools - Budget accepted.
- Vo-Tech - Requested $2.5 million. The attendance has increased 12-1/2% in the last
year. Frank Mancuso told the board that they could not live with the 2% cut. No decision

made.

- Warren County Community College - Objected to the 2% cut imposed by 1995
budget guidelines. Gave a thorough presentation. No decision made.

- Special Services School District - The county had not received a budget so a 98% of
the 1994 budget amount was simply inserted. The 2% cut would be very difficult for the
district to live with, according to John Pappas. When pressed by Fresholder Milier, Mr. Pappas
said they would appreciate a 4% increase. No decision made.

ANE

- The board asked Dave Wallace to draw-up an agreement for Henry Dinger to be the
acting administrator.

On motion by Mr. Miller, seconded by Mrs. Stone, the meeting was adjourned at 10:30 p.m.
