 WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Agriculture’s Census of Agriculture reports 
the “number of acres in farm”, statewide, has decreased from 1,665,241 acres in 1954 to 
594,928 acres in 1997 (the last year for which the Department of Agriculture reported statistics), 
a decrease of 64%; and 
 WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Agriculture’s Census of Agriculture reports 
the “number of acres in farm”, in Warren County, has decreased from 142,488 acres in 1954 to 
57,943 acres in 1997, a decrease of 59%; and 
 WHEREAS, the New Jersey Department of Agriculture’s Census of Agriculture reports 
the “number of acres in farm”, in Warren County, has decreased from 62,298 acres in 1992 to 
57,943 acres in 1997, a decrease of 4,355 acres in just five (5) years; and 

WHEREAS, a poll of 1,201 New Jersey voters commissioned by New Jersey Future and 
conducted from April 28 to May 14, 2000 found 84% said open space should be protected, 79% 
said construction of shopping centers should be halted, and 64% said they would support the 
hypothetical idea of the state using $1 billion in bond money to help rehabilitate cities; and 
 WHEREAS, Data collected by Rutgers University’s Center for Remote Sensing and 
Spatial Analysis at Cook College show that in New Jersey, fewer people are taking up more 
land, a symptom of the quest for open space away from cities and built-up older suburbs.  
According to land-use trends from 1986 to 1995, about 18,000 acres are turned over by 
property owners for development each year. At that rate, taking out the one million acres 
Governor Whitman says she wants to preserve, New Jersey will be built-out in 32.2 years; and 
 WHEREAS, an analysis created by the Rutgers University Center for Urban Policy 
Research and unveiled on September 27, 2000, reported that in 20 years, local governments 
could be saving as much as $160 million a year by following the recommendations in the State 
Plan that target the areas for development.  Also, New Jersey could save as much as $2.3 
billion on roadway construction and sewer and water upgrades over the next 20 years.  The 
report goes on to say the State Plan’s goal to redirect development to more densely populated 
cities and suburbs would not harm New Jersey’s economy; and 

WHEREAS, Governor Whitman announced on September 26, 2000 that if towns and 
developers cooperate with the State plan, the State could preserve 120,000 acres of additional 
open space, build 830 fewer miles of highway, and avoid $1.5 billion in sewer and water 
infrastructure costs, even while accommodating the influx of new residents, expected to rise by 
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an additional one (1) million in the next 20 years; and 
WHEREAS, a study conducted by the National Center for Transportation and Industrial 

Productivity at the New Jersey Institute of Technology found that New Jersey pays a high price 
for traffic congestion: $4.9 billion per year in wasted fuel costs and lost work time. That figure is 
expected to double to about $10 billion in 2015.  The study estimates that Hunterdon and 
Warren counties will experience some of the highest traffic growth rates in the state in the next 
15 years, along with even higher congestion growth rates; and 
 WHEREAS, Governor Whitman cites a Rutgers University report that found that 
municipalities and school districts could save more than $380 million in annual operating costs 
by using policies of the State Plan.  Towns, counties, and the State could save $1.44 billion in 
the capital costs of schools, roads, sewers, and water supplies through the year 2010; and 
 WHEREAS, savings estimates are moot unless the State Plan is being fully 
implemented, It is a voluntary document that even many state agencies do not follow; and 
 WHEREAS, 82% of the respondents to the 1998 Warren County Planning Department’s 
public opinion survey believe that “controlling growth” is “very important”; and 
 WHEREAS, Residents of Warren County have voted repeatedly and overwhelmingly in 
public referenda to raise dedicated taxes for open space and farmland preservation, twice for a 
County of Warren open space tax, and also open space taxes in the municipalities of 
Allamuchy, Alpha, Franklin, Frelinghuysen, Greenwich, Hardwick, Harmony, Knowlton, 
Lopatcong, Mansfield, Pohatcong, Washington Township and White. Residents of 
Independence and Liberty Townships have voted in non-binding referenda to raise open space 
taxes, but their town councils have chosen not to implement the open space tax; and 
 WHEREAS, on November 7, 2000, the townships of Blairstown, Franklin, Harmony, and 
Lopatcong will have referenda on the ballot to raise new or additional open space taxes; and 

WHEREAS, the Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) obligations for municipal 
governments to supply affordable housing are too often settled with builders’ remedy lawsuits 
resulting in excessive numbers of housing units built in order to satisfy the need for a relatively 
small number of affordable houses; and 
 WHEREAS, numerous planning concepts and tools have been discussed or introduced 
into proposed legislation such as, timed growth, intermunicipal development review, transfer of 
development rights, property tax reform, expanded county planning, and revised fair housing;

 WHEREAS, other than embarking on a $100 million per year land acquisition program 
for ten years, the legislature has taken very little action to give municipalities and counties the 
additional tools necessary to help control the rate, location, and type of growth in the State of 
New Jersey;
