 Under reports and comments, Assistant County Counsel Nancy C. Gage reported that she 
is working on several litigation issues that cannot be discussed in open session. 
 
 County Engineer Dave Hicks informed the Board that he sent a memo explaining there will 
be a public hearing on the Wolverton Road Bridge in Franklin Township organized soon.  He asked 
the Board to review the memo, which included numerous plans to remediate the bridge and said 
that if the Board received any communications from local residents to let his department know.  Mr. 
Hicks stated that plans are to take a proactive approach on this bridge project to avoid repeating 
what happened with the Shurts Road Bridge project.   
 Mr. Gardner asked what the time allowance would be to complete this bridge project.  Mr. 
Hicks explained that there were no time restrictions.  He explained that this will be the first meeting 
with the local residents to get input and responses.   
Mr. Hicks did explain to the Board that this bridge project is on the list funded with the state capital 
improvement grant and the NJ Department of Transportation has sent a request to get this project 
completed. 
 
 Mr. Hicks also reported that the county annual traffic accident summary report was sent to 
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the Board for their review.  He explained that this report is very time consuming, however it is 
important to determine the high traffic areas throughout the county. He pointed out some of the 
highlights of the report, which showed the high traffic areas that will need road resurfacing and 
intersection  improvements to provide the safety needs of the public.  The Board thanked him. 
 
 County Planner Dave Dech stated he had nothing to report.  Mr. Doherty asked Mr. Dech if 
he attended Assemblywoman Myers meeting relating to the Route 31 corridor.  Mr. Dech stated he 
did not.  Mr. Doherty explained that a state representative was there and described information 
about the Route 31 corridor from a demographic study.  He asked when the state prepares a 
demographic study does it include out of state traffic.  Mr. Dech responded that it does if it is 
completed by the State Department of Transportation.  Mr. Doherty concluded that he heard  that 
the Route 31 corridor improvements would be put on hold for another 15 years. 
 County CFO Charles Houck reported to the Board that he has good and bad news relating 
the bond refunding.  The good news was that the refinancing meets the minimum 3% interest 
savings.  The bad news is that the anticipated savings originally projected has reduced to $800,000 
because of the fluctuating interest rates.  He did report to the Board that Financial Consultant Gary 
Pulcini has locked  
in the slug rates this week and will put them in escrow until the final decision is made by the Board 
to go ahead.   

He 
explained that parts of the refunding could be pulled and the Board could just sell the bond amounts 
approved for the open space program.  However, he reminded the Board that if they wait on 
refunding current bonds the costs to file and process will incur again. 
 Mr. Gardner responded that he appreciated all the information that has been presented and 
he would like to see the entire refunding, and to control processing costs and save the $800,000 
now.

 Mr. DiMaio stated that he wanted the Board to know that he will be attending the next Solid 
Waste Advisory Council meeting to make sure the recommendation is returned to the Board within 
the timelines instructed. 
  
 Mr. Marvin explained that the Hiring Requests presented for approval are the usual need for 
replacing current positions and noted some arrived late which have been added to the agenda: for 
the WC Purchasing Dept., One Principle Clerk Typist, with a vacancy due to recent retirement; for 
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the WC Human Services, Div. TASS, One Human Services Specialist II: Entry-level salary, with a 
vacancy effective 9/1/03 due to a lateral transfer: for the WC Library - Northeast Branch, One 
Student Assistant with a vacancy due to recent resignation: for the WC Library - Franklin Branch, 
One Student Assistant with a vacancy due to recent resignation; for the WC Surrogate Court, One 
Clerk Typist/Vault Clerk, with a vacancy due to recent retirement and lateral transfer; for the WC 
Long Term Care Facility, One Part-Time Recreational Therapy Aide, with a vacancy due to two 
resignations.  The Board approved the Hiring Requests as presented. 
 
 Mr. Marvin reminded the Board that the next Five-County Coalition meeting hosted by 
Sussex County Freeholders will be held on September 3, 2003 at the Adam Todd in Byron 
Township.  He asked the Board to let Administrative Secretary Barbara McHenry or himself know if 
they will be attending.  He would like to RSVP with a total attendance by the end of the week. 
 
 Mr. Marvin requested that the work session meeting for September 17, 2003 topics be 
expanded to include an annual report from Warren County Land Preservation Director Robert 
Resker.  The Board agreed.   
 Mr. Marvin also informed the Board that the NJAC conference in Atlantic City is being held 
at the same time as this meeting and asked to be excused to attend the conference.  The Board 
approved his request.   
 
 Mr. Marvin told the Board that when the Phase I of the TASS - Human Services 
recommendations was presented they were informed there would be more to follow.  He distributed 
to the Board a confidential report with Phase II recommendations and explained that this deals with 
two issues: Information Systems and Financial Management.  Mr. Marvin asked the Board to 
contact Human Services Director Karen Kubert or himself with any questions.   
 
 Under Freeholder comments, Mr. DiMaio had nothing to report. 
 
 Mr. Gardner stated that he wanted to discuss the recent issues publicized about the 
Delaware River Joint Toll Bridge Commission specifically, their interest in Land Development using 
toll funds.  He stated that this commission has gone way out of their jurisdiction, they are collecting 
tolls from the public and now plan to develop land, and is outraged by this recent information.  He 
asked the Board to support a letter drafted by Mr. Marvin opposing the anticipated Land 
Development action by the DRJTBC, and send it to every governing body along the Delaware 
River.  After much discussion between Mr. Doherty and Mr. Gardner relating to the three branches 
of government, etc. the Board agreed and asked Mr. Marvin to draft the letter to the Delaware River 
Joint Toll Bridge Commission opposing their land development plans. 
 
 Mr. Doherty reported that he received a call from a reporter trying to dispute the three years 
of county tax cuts.  He informed the Board that he asked Mr. Houck to conference this reporter call 
with him.  He thanked Mr. Houck for correcting this reporter’s theory and pointing out that it was 
inaccurate.  Mr. DiMaio stated that he has been tracking Hackettstown tax records since 1985  and 
it was not until 2003 that the local taxpayer was paying more local than county taxes.   
 
 Under closing public comments, John Dillon, 2 Cypress Lane, Countyview Village, 
Belvidere, NJ told the Board that he is the Chairman of the Belvidere Nutrition Site Committee.  He 
was here as the site committee spokesperson and the Board needs to know about the poor 
services being performed by the contractor that provides the meals.  He first wanted the Board to 
know how wonderful the Nutrition Program is for all the seniors that participate including the 
Belvidere Site.  However, the poorly cooked food, food shortages, utensil shortages, expired milk 
that occurs regularly cannot be ignored anymore.  Mr. Dillon told the Board that his committee 
wanted them to know this and asked that a penalty be charged against this contractor.  He wanted 
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the Board to know that these individual food complaints are not based on personal likes and 
dislikes, it is based on quality and quantity errors.  Mr. Dillon described one small watermelon was 
sent to the Belvidere site for 60 people, cooked lasagna was burnt making the portions less.  
 Mr. Doherty thanked Mr. Dillon for sharing these concerns, and he asked Division of Senior 
Services Director Susan Lennon to offer suggestions relating to these concerns.  Ms. Lennon 
explained that the contractor provides more than 400 meals every day to various sites and from that 
amount, there are approximately 100 meals delivered to the homebound seniors.  She agreed with 
Mr. Dillon’s explanation of circumstances that have occurred recently and checked with the 
contractor to find out how it happened.  Ms. Lennon was informed that when the regular 
deliveryman is off these errors occur with the temporary employee.  She brought all the quality and 
quantity concerns to the contractors’ attention for immediate correction.  Mr. Dillon shared prior to 
retiring he was in a supervisory position for quality control and when a department was not meeting 
the quality work requirements he would shut the whole department down.  He told the Board his 
committee believes this contractor should be penalized at minimum for their lack of providing the 
quality and quantity services contracted. 
 Mr. Doherty thanked him for his suggestions and acknowledged that he likes Director 
Lennon’s’ style.  He told Mr. Dillon she thinks out of the box and he asked Mr. Gardner and Mr. 
DiMaio to randomly visit the various Nutrition sites to see if this is a limited case at the Belvidere site 
or countywide and to report to him at the September 10th regular meeting.    
 Mr. DiMaio asked if Flynn’s on the Hill always had this contract with the Nutrition site 
program.  Ms. Lennon responded that the Nutrition program has existed for the past 23 years and 
Flynn’s has had the contract for more than 50% of that time.  
 After some discussion between the Board and Ms. Lennon it was agreed that the bid 
procedures are misleading and that before a contract is awarded for these services again, Ms. 
Lennon will coordinate a Pre-Bid conference to encourage competition and to improve the quality 
and quantity issues for all the Nutrition sites countywide. 
 Mr. Doherty told Ms. Lennon that he speaks for all the Board, and thanked her for all that 
she provides to the Senior Citizen population in Warren County. 
 
 Robert Shandor, Lopatcong Township told the Board that several months ago one meeting 
was dedicated to review of the Morris Canal Study and he wants to know why the Board approved 
auctioning off the Hamlen property at the last meeting.  He said the study included that the barn 
situated on the Hamlen property would be utilized after renovations for the Morris Canal Welcome 
Center.   
 Mr. Marvin responded describing the historic actions that had occurred relating to obtaining 
the Hamlen property, the delays in moving forward on the Morris Canal attraction and the added 
costs of maintenance of this property.  The portion of the Hamlen property that will be auctioned 
was subdivided and the remaining acreage of open space is still there for the Morris Canal Museum 
at a later time. 
 Mr. Doherty thanked Mr. Marvin for the overview and told Mr. Shandor that his decision to 
auction this portion of the property was solely to recoup some county tax funds used to purchase 
the site and to eliminate the maintenance. 
 Mr. DiMaio told Mr. Shandor that this property has been part of many discussions with him, 
he knew that the county tax funds were used to purchase this property years ago.  Although some 
of the funds were recovered with Morris Canal Open Space he believes this was the best option to 
recover more funds, cut maintenance and insurance costs and to keep the open space acreage for 
future plans that hopefully will include the Morris Canal Museum Facility. 
 Mr. Gardner reminded Mr. Shandor about the personal inspections of all the sites he went 
on.  He told him that Morris Canal Committee members David Dietrich and Dennis Bertland 
personally walked him through the Hamlen Property, and they pointed out the barn was not part of 
the Morris Canal historic era, the house is Victorian style, while the Morris Canal era had Colonial 
style structures.  He was informed by the committee that the Barn would cost more to remediate 
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and renovate than what it would cost to build a colonial style replica for the future Morris Canal 
Museum site.  He did make a decision that was proper for the taxpayers, not special interest 
groups.  He told Mr. Shandor he will always look at all options to show his fiscal prudence.    
 
 After much discussion between the Board and Mr. Shandor, Mr. Gardner told Mr. Shandor 
that he was not pleased with the comments he made at the last Planning Board meeting about this 
Board and demanding that his comments be on the record.   Mr. Shandor confirmed that he did 
make those comments and demanded that they be on record. 
 Mr. Shandor wanted to know how the specifics, warranties, and bridge access measures 
taken would be presented before the auction of this property with buildings.   
 Mr. Marvin responded is will be sold caveat emptor.  Mr. Shandor wanted to know what the 
minimum bid be.  Mr. Marvin responded it will be the current appraised value which is anticipated to 
be somewhere around $300,000.00. 
 Mr. Shandor stated that he wants put on the record his concerns about the sale of this 
property, the Open Space funds are dwindling and land values are increasing.  He told the Board 
the dedicated volunteers will also continue to lessen when actions of this type are approved.  Mr. 
Doherty thanked him for sharing his concerns. 
 
 Mr. Shandor said he just read an article about Northampton Community College expansion 
$600,000.00 because of all the growth.  He told the Board he is disappointed that Warren County 
Community College is diminishing and losing potential students because of the overcrowding.  Mr. 
DiMaio responded telling him to stay tuned.  There are changes in the works and the improvements 
are coming. 
 
 Mr. Shandor concluded that he doesn’t appreciate the bragging by the Board that taxes 
have been reduced.  He said that the new developments brought in new revenue so he feels that 
this Board overspent the extra.  After a long conversation between the Board and Mr. Shandor, Mr. 
Doherty advised Mr. Shandor to start recognizing the staff in this county, because they get grants 
regularly that practically match $1 for $1 the tax appropriations. 
  
 There were no press comments or questions.

 On motion by Mr. Gardner, seconded by Mr. DiMaio, at 9:10 p.m. the following resolution 
was adopted by the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County of Warren at a meeting held on 
August 20, 2003. 

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION OF THE WARREN COUNTY 
 BOARD OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS PROVIDING FOR A MEETING NOT OPEN TO  

THE PUBLIC IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THE NEW JERSEY  
OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS ACT, N.J.S.A. 10:4-12. 

 
 WHEREAS, the Warren County Board of Chosen Freeholders is subject to certain 
requirements of the Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A.  10:4-6, et seq., and 
 WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A. 10:4-12, provides that an Executive 
Session, not open to the public, may be held for certain specified purposes when authorized by 
Resolution, and 
 WHEREAS, it is necessary for the Warren County Board of Chosen Freeholders to discuss 
in a session not open to the public certain matters relating to the item or items authorized by 
N.J.S.A.  10:4-12b and designated below: 
(1) Matters Required by Law to be Confidential: Any matter which, by express provision of 
Federal law of State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from the 
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provisions of the Open Public Meetings Act. 
(2) Matters Where the Release of Information Would Impair the Right to Receive Funds: Any 
matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the 
Government of the United States. 
(3) Matters Involving Individual Privacy: Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an 
unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or 
other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child 
protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing, relocation, insurance and similar program 
or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any specific individual admitted to or served by 
such institution or program, including but not limited to information relative to the individual’s 
personal and family circumstances, and any material pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, 
progress or condition of any individual, unless the individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or 
incompetent, his guardian) shall request in writing that the same be disclosed publicly. 
(4) Matters Relating to Collective Bargaining Agreements: Any collective bargaining agreement, 
or the terms and conditions which are proposed for inclusion in any collective bargaining 
agreement, including the negotiation of the terms and conditions thereof with employees or 
representatives of employees of the public body. 
(5) Matters Relating to the Purchase, Lease or Acquisition of Real Property or the Investment of 
Public Funds: Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public 
funds, the setting of banking rates or investment of public funds, where it could adversely affect the 
public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed. 
(6) Matters Relating to Public Safety and Property: Any tactics and techniques utilized in 
protecting the safety and property of the public, provided that their disclosure could impair such 
protection; any investigations of possible violations of the law. 
(7) Matters Relating to Litigation, Negotiations and the Attorney-Client Privilege: Any pending or 
anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is, or many become a party.  
Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in 
order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer. 
(8) Matters Relating to the Employment Relationship: Any matter involving the employment, 
appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the 
performance or promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or 
current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all the 
individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that 
such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.  
(9) Matters Relating to the Potential Imposition of a Penalty: Any deliberations of a public body 
occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the 
responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party 
bearing responsibility 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Warren County Board of Chosen 
Freeholders, assembled in public session on August 20, 2003, that an Executive Session closed to 
the Public shall be held on August 20,2003 at 9:10pm in the Freeholders Conference Room 
located at the Wayne Dumont, Jr. Administration Building, 165 County Route 519 South, Belvidere, 
New Jersey 07823 for the discussion of matters relating to the specific items designated above. 
 It is anticipated that the deliberations conducted in closed session may be disclosed to the 
public upon the determination of the Warren County Board of Chosen Freeholders that the public 
interest will no longer be served by such confidentiality.
