Regarding the salaries of the Prosecutor and Constitutional Officers, Mr. Chamberlain
explained that these were set by the State and the County had no choice in the matter. This is
another example of the State taking power.

Mr. Gardner said people who work in government traditionally don’t earn the money they
would like, but enjoy excellent benefits including a pension plan. Now, they're getting it both ways,
he said. He thought the Legislature should really re-think this.

Mr. DiMaio pointed out that this is a one-size-fits-all treatment that isn’t necessarily logical.
There are differences between Warren and Essex Counties, for example, in terms of workload. It
also isn't fair to other Department Heads who may have more experience in their respective fields.
Mr. Chamberlain agreed, noting that education levels are not taken into consideration.

On a more positive note, Mr. DiMaio said he was happy to see Barry Smith reappointed, as
was Mr. Chamberlain.

County Counsel Joe Bell had no report.

County Engineer Dave Hicks said our Hurricane Ivan Damage Report for Federal Aid has
gone from the DOT to Federal Highway after two years of “pain and frustration” getting it through
DOT.

Mr. Gardner inquired as to the status of the situation with the Delaware River Joint Toll
Bridge Commission (DRJTBC) regarding improvements to Water Street in Belvidere. Mr. Hicks
said he thought their committee meeting was today and the full board will meet on January 28. A
letter of support was sent out and the Belvidere Mayor has made phone contact, so hopefully, it will
move forward.

County Planner Dave Dech had no report.

County CFO Pete Houck said he has notified Warren County Community College, Warren
County Technical School and Warren County Special Services School District that they are each
scheduled to make Budget presentations to the Board at their January 26 Budget Session and
allotted 45 minutes for each. Mr. Chamberlain requested advance copies of requests from each to
allow time for review prior to the meeting.

Mr. Houck said the State has officially given the County a one month grace period for
Budget introduction to February 26. He still has not received the information required to do the
CAP calculation.

County Administrator Steve Marvin said by Statute, a Warren County Community College
Board of School Estimate Meeting has to take place within a very narrow timeframe. He
suggested scheduling it for 6:30 p.m. on February 13, prior to the start of the Freeholder Board's
next Regular Session. The Board agreed.

Regarding Vo-Tech, Mr. DiMaio wanted to know for sure how much their State Aid will be
increasing. He thought it was going up 20 percent which is supposed to be passed to the

taxpayers. Mr. Houck said there is currently still no permanent Business Administrator and he
thought it sounded as if they hadn’t even started their budget process yet. Mr. Marvin said
technically, 20 percent was set by legislative action and enacted by the Governor, but it is subject
to review by the Supreme Court with respect to the Abbott Decision. He thought Mr. DiMaio was
correct, that the 20 percent is supposed to be shown as a reduction in the local tax burden. Mr.
Marvin noted that for both Vo-Tech and Warren County Special Services School District, they are
really not compelled to share any budget information until the middle of March, but the County’s
Budget will have already been set by then. Mr. Chamberlain said it makes a lot more sense for
them to come in ahead of time; it worked out well last year and the Boards of School Estimate went
smoothly as a result.

Although the Board expressed hope that Vo-Tech’'s presentation would be more
comprehensive and professional than last year, Mr. Gardner noted that a number of good things
are happening there. Student enrollment is up and a new Chief School Administrator is in place.
Mr. Chamberlain agreed, saying they have actually cut their costs and are making necessary
improvements to the school. Mr. DiMaio said he was pleased that the administration has been
streamlined.

Freeholder Gardner: “Last Friday, of course, was the State decision by the Superior Court
of Mercer County with Judge Innes presiding and | see many of the good people that trekked down
there to hear disappointing news which basically, | anticipated; | think we all anticipated, but what's
terribly  disconcerting here is the fact that | got the impression that it was an imposition for the
Judge to have to take time on this case and it kind of infuriated me, quite frankly. | mean, here we
have a lot of good people — landowners — and the Judge makes a comment ...basically, his
comment was taken from the defendant attorney from the State and her comment about land and
land usage and people getting the permits to go ahead and build and so forth and he in turn, infers
that our landowners are akin to developers, only ‘they just don't have their permits yet.” Well, | find
that highly offensive. Most of these folks out here are not in the business of speculating their land.
They're grassroots people that have farms in large part. Yes, there are a few speculators, but |
don’t think Judge Innes — certainly, he does not know Northwest New Jersey and I've got to tell
you, it was certainly frustrating, | think, for all of us there because the way that his ruling was, and
quite frankly, | strenuously disagree with him on the dismissal of the TDR. There is no real
structure of TDR in the legislation and it was not thoroughly thought out, deliberated in the
Legislature, so | think we have ... it's a work in progress, but it's now protected by the Courts for
the DEP and the Highlands Council to wrangle with, but I think we’ll have some dialog about it. |
just want to say hats off to these folks who steadfastly went to all those meetings and, you know,
looking for some relief somewhere and we tried our best.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “One of the things | did want to mention, | wrote it down here,
February 13" — that's a Wednesday night, the same night we have our Freeholder Meeting here —
the Highlands is having their hearing on the Master Plan at Voorhees High School at 6:30. This is
where | think property owners, farmers, are really encouraged to attend that meeting and give
testimony. | think we've got to keep the fight up. It's just sad. You know we sit here mulling over
that we have to renovate our Court House to meet our

judicial needs and so forth and then | look at how the Courts rule; it's really very upsetting to me
when we have sitting Judges that really don't take into consideration property rights, property
values, individual rights; they just totally dismiss them and | don’t think — that's not part of my
heritage, that's not part of our Founding Fathers’ heritage and it just shows how left this State, our
Judicial System has really gone and it very much upsets me.”
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Freeholder DiMaio: “We've had a fight from the beginning on this issue; it's a shame that in
this country when people invest in the free market whether it be in land or stock or their own
businesses ... but the Judges don’t have a problem when it comes to things like Mount Laurel
where that drives development to an extreme and then totally contrary to that, a law like this comes
along which is totally conflicted with the Mount Laurel Ruling. It's a shame if you don’t have your
land taken by the DEP by 300 foot buffers, wetlands or the Highlands to a point where they make it
worth so little so that they can buy it for pennies on the dollar. That's effectively what's happening.
My grandfather — his legacy — he bought a piece of property in 1931, it's still in the family name.
They could have sold it years and years and years ago and had it developed and they kept it and
... hice punishment for contributing to society as everyone here. So we have a lot in common; it's
a shame and hopefully, some Judge will protect your property rights and your individual rights the
same as the Judge did with regard to the individual that was perceived to be affected by Mount
Laurel. So we’'ll see what happens. It is a shame, but we are up against a battle. If you look at
votes in the Legislature, our people vote no, no, no and the other ones are all voting yes, yes, yes
and they're all in lockstep and the State is in a freefall as far as their financial position ... | don’t
even know — other than borrowing money on kind of tricky little schemes to pay off today’s debt for
future revenue off tolls or whatever, it's scary where we're going and ... it's wrong, so hopefully
somebody will see it right someday.”

Freeholder Gardner: “I just want to add something. When it all boils down to what we have
now, it's about fees and fines and cash and control of this entire region by the State of New Jersey,
so they don't have to worry about political gerrymandering, they can control us and that's by
confiscation of your rights and you still have to pay your taxes no matter what your property may be
valued at.”

Freeholder DiMaio: “There’s a 100 acre site in Jersey City that has approval for retail and
some commercial and 1,000 housing units. No consideration about water. Just amazing, on a
Brownfields site.”

Closing Public Comments of the Regular Meeting of the Warren County Board of
Chosen Freeholders, January 23, 2008:

David Shope, Lebanon Township, Hunterdon County:

“I have a business and land in Warren County although | live in Hunterdon County. I'm one
of the landowners that joined the County in the lawsuit with the Highlands Act. We want to thank
the County for its really invaluable support in the effort against us. Not being familiar with Court
proceedings, | was rather shocked by Judge Innes’ behavior on Friday. | had to ask both attorneys
if they had ever been treated like this by a Judge in the past and they both said yes, but rarely. So
| saw a rare event. | saw unbridled arrogance on the part of the State. And the way they handled
us as plaintiffs, including the County, | mean, we were all handled shabbily. The Judge was
annoyed at having to do this and he couldn’t wait to get rid of us. We are going to meet with our
attorney (we being the landowners) and discuss what's happening. He’s waiting to get a written
thing from the Judge so he knows

where to go. We right now are — | think | can speak for all of us, but we're all here so they can
speak for themselves — my inclination is certainly that we're going to go forward with this. This is
such a travesty, | don't see how | could leave it in good conscience. And for those people — and
this County is the most severely affected by the Highlands by virtue of the amount of the land, the
percentage of land that's in the Highlands area as opposed to Hunterdon which only has 15
percent and Morris has a lot of land in it, but most of it is in the Planning areas and so forth. So this
County is the one that's going to take the heavy hit on the Highlands Act. And for those people in
this County who think that they’re okay because they have their house on their acre or two acres,
whatever it is, | want them to think about what's going to happen when the day comes that they
have to sell their house and it has to go through the tests that the buyer will require. What will the
septic tests be? What will the standards be? What will the well standards be? The standards
already for the Highlands Act in the Highlands area are more severe than anywhere else in the
state. So what will the standards be for a replacement septic system or well capacity, whatever the
case may be ... | can easily see $100,000 septic systems going in a house that may be worth twice
that. And so for those people that think they’re okay, they may want to consider this. And let me
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close by saying, thanks for all that you've done so far. Hopefully, you will continue because step
one was the expensive step; the other steps will not be so burdensome. There will be no expert
reports required and all that kind of stuff, it'll just be basically lawyers’ time. So you've provided a
service to all of us — other counties included, other landowners included — by virtue of the fact that
you've supplied these very excellent yet unrefuted expert reports. So thanks again.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “Just one comment: the State Legislature gave him a raise.”

Mr. Shope: “l was well aware of that. It's certainly worth a hundred and sixty grant for me
to go down and hear him talk.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “That's where your taxpayer dollars are going.”
Mr. Shope: “You bet.”

Robert Best, Independence Township, Warren County:

“I would just like to say a couple brief things; | don’t think | ever saw such an arrogant Judge
in my life. And that really, that really hurt. But | would just say this on your behalf, | also saw an
attorney — Mr. Shaw — that showed so much compassion, that | thought there was going to be
tears coming out of his eyes out in the hall when he came over to try to console me and | was beat;
beat down pretty darn bad. | would like to reflect on a comment of the reporter from the Star-
Ledger. He come over and he said, ‘Bob, the American Dream — being able to work hard, buy your
own house, own your own house, build your own business, own your own business, it appears like
those days are almost gone.” And that's why this fight is so important. | just hope | live long
enough to see a conclusion to it that is positive and not negative and | too thank you folks for all the
support you've given us. We're gonna keep fighting, | hope — ‘til the money runs out. Thank you.”

Hank Klumpp, Tewksbury Township, Hunterdon County:

“I'm a farmer, we have 150 acres, we're in the Highlands Preservation. | would like to thank
all of you for your support that you've given us through all your paperwork and filings and
everything, and Steve Shaw’s help. Really, | happened to be sitting next to Mr. Gardner there —
you can't believe — in all my — you can’t fathom — if you're sitting there and

the lawyers are trying to present a case and they keep getting cut off ... Now the State rambled on
forever. And then Steve would try to get going and he'd shut him off. Then when John Zaiter got
up there, they did the same to him. And the crux of the thing is, the lawyers ... the Judge is
supposed to interpret what you're bringing forth, to interpret what it is that you're trying to do. They
just plopped us in with the two developers and said, ‘Oh, that's the same thing.” And you were right,
there is no TDR and | was amazed at that. Oh, there’s no money, there’s no TDR, as simple as
that. It's an education which | never figured I'd get so soon in life — I'm 70 years old — and I've
never seen anything like that in my life. It was completely — matter of fact, Sue was sitting next to
me, Sue Buck here — and I'm listening and listening and all of a sudden, they get done talking —
bang — he opens the thing up, matter of fact, Steve was giving testimony there and the Judge is
talking to the secretary. He ain't even listening. So all of a sudden, everybody gets done there — it
was a matter of ... five seconds — he opens the paper up like this and starts reading his decision.
So, if you hadn’'t even gone there, you'd never see what had happened. And actually, it's like
throwing mud in your face and saying, ‘Get out of here. You're a pain in the neck.” And that’s just
what it was. But | do thank you from the bottom of my heart. And my kids thank you too because
it's going to be the next generation because until the State comes up with something, | don’t see
where the heck it's going to go, but we will continue to fight, | mean, what else do you have? You
have no other recourse. We've gone so far, we have to continue. And it's the only — like a fella
that's on his deathbed — what do you do? You keep pumpin’ him, you don’t want him to go. Well,
it's the same thing with us. We’'re trying and trying everything, | mean | hate to tell you how many
meetings I've attended, it's just ... maybe we were born in the wrong shoes. Like that Judge,
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probably the only agriculture thing he’s ever seen was a houseplant his wife brought in. Do you
understand what I'm saying? They just don't catch it. But thanks again, good luck, good health in
the New Year and stick with us. We need you. | appreciate it. Thank you very much.”

Jerry Kern, Pohatcong Township, Warren County:

“l can't even begin to tell you how much | couldn't believe what | was hearing Friday in
Court. I've lost a lot of belief in the Court System and I'm hoping it was just corrupt New Jersey
and it's not really that way everywhere. | had a hard time believing it — | have a hard time saluting
the flag anymore. 1 tell you, it hurts. It's wrong. And | think everyone knows it, but the State has
gone so far the other way, | just ... they're taking over. | don't understand. | want to thank you all
for everything you've done so far to date. It's amazing — we wouldn’t ever have gotten this far
without this. I've been going to these Highlands Councils for three years. They're telling how
there’s going to be a TDR Program. ‘Don’t worry, Jerry. You're going to get compensated, no
problem.” Everything. They're constantly telling me this. | go to all of them. ‘There’'s going to be
Farmland Preservation, don't worry. Green Acres.” Now all | hear is there’s no funds. No money.
How are they going to compensate us? | believe after going to Court Friday they never had any
intention to compensate us. As true as if they had written it right on the wall in front of us
that's exactly what they were saying. They admitted there was never going to be a TDR Program,
there was never any funding or legislative support and it will probably never happen. Certainly not
in the lifetime of a lot of gentlemen here. They work very hard for everything they own. And the
American Dream, | thought that's what this whole country was built upon. | can only ask you all to
stick with us and lead us in this fight to protect us from the State from undermining the foundation
of what this country was built on: property rights, the right to use our property. Thank you.”

Andy Drysdale, Chester Township, Morris County:

“I'm from Morris County. We were trying to subdivide some of our land that's been in our
family since 1926 — sort of our retirement fund. That's how we originally got involved in this, but
once | got into it and to see what's happened to our whole country, really, it's happening in this
state, but it's happening in other parts of the country where our Constitutional rights are being
taken. This is so important. | just wanted to thank you folks so much for all your support. Thank
you very much.”

Susan Buck, Oxford Township, Warren County:

“I just got back from Trenton — that Senate Budget Hearing — and watched the Legislative
and Executive Branches of our government trample all over our Constitution and that was right
after | got to watch on Friday, the Judicial Branch trample all over the Constitution. It truly was
mind-boggling. What these folks say happened, happened. The Judge already had his decision in
hand. The Attorney General, when faced with the accusation that the State has discriminated
against large landowners by giving them no remedy, her answer was, ‘That's what we have to do
in order to keep open space. We have to take it away from them because they're going to sell.’
The Judge still wouldn't hear the case. We were still denied our day in Court. But what keeps me
going, driving back from Trenton tonight, is knowing that I'm coming here to one reasonable body
of truly supportive people. | really, really thank you for your support in this. We all are landowners
trying to get something accomplished, but without you we could never have gotten this far. Never.
It's just very, very, very difficult for all of us and I truly thank you for getting us this far. | don’t know
— we just can't give up the fight. What happened was mind-boggling — watching the Judge read an
already typed decision and refusing to have our case heard — blew me out of the water. No matter
how much we expected to be turned down, to see that — typewritten — to see him badgering our
counsel, whose hearts and souls are in it, these guys are terrific too. We have to thank them and
thank all the landowners who stepped up to the plate with their time and their money and
everything else to go down to Trenton to fight this. | really appreciate them.”
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Bill Shoop, Washington Township, Morris County:

“I have 100 acres in Morris County. | just want to extend our appreciation for all you've
done in this matter and | hope we all stick together and keep on going. We're not about to stop.
Thank you very much.”

James Kessler, owner of Tree-Licious Orchards, Port Murray, Warren County:

“l don’'t have any prepared speech; | was told a few hours ago that this meeting was
occurring. | was at another meeting, but decided to come here because | wanted to thank you for
all your support. Farmers have been severely hurt. People are wondering right now how they're
going to get enough operating money to start their greenhouses and start their orchards this
year. That's what the effect has been. None of these people (present) want to sell their farms.
They — it's a lifetime occupation and they’re not looking for any handouts. They just want what is
fair. You folks have supported them and that will not be forgotten. Thank you very much.”

Freeholder DiMaio: “Anyone else have any comments?”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “I would like to know where McGreevey is — the scoundrel, the
embarrassment to New Jersey. Where is he? He’s probably left for another state now. |

just, you know, he started this; it's a real travesty and he was an embarrassment to New Jersey
and we don't see him anymore.”

Freeholder DiMaio: “We see in the papers he’s in Court a lot.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “He’s in Court a lot — they’re probably his Judges.”

Freeholder Gardner: “He’s becoming a man of the cloth, that's what | understand.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “Yeah, well...”

County Administrator Marvin: “It's important to remember — | don’t know why we never
made this claim — he signed the Highlands Act into law four days before he resigned the
governorship.”

Freeholder Gardner: “Two days.”

County Administrator Marvin: “Was it two?”

Freeholder Gardner: “Two days.”

County Administrator Marvin: “Two or four, he could not possibly have been right of mind
and therefore, we should have challenged the thing on the basis that he wasn’'t sound of mind and
body and therefore, the thing was constitutionally challenged.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “Maybe we still have that opportunity.”

Freeholder Gardner: “l just want to say, | do want to correct something that was said. It's
not that Judge Innes didn't ... (he) didn’t refuse to hear us, it was just that he was busy watching
his watch so it didn’t take too much extra time, that’s all.”

County Administrator Marvin: “It was Friday afternoon, wasn't it?”

Freeholder Gardner: “That’s correct. So maybe he wanted to get a round of winter golf in.”
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Freeholder DiMaio: “Before | sat this Board, | used to think that a legal system was truly
what it was supposed to be, but we went through the issue with the college, back, | don’t know how
many people were aware of that and | saw things happen during that — there’s a lot of backroom
negotiations that
go on. | totally was naive and this process has even confirmed to me more that it's not fair and
balanced. It's —there’s a lot of politics involved and there shouldn't be.”

Freeholder Gardner: “I just — John, if | may — | just want to make one point clear. You
know, most of us here, we don’t want to see rampant development. That's the farthest thing —
that's why we’ve worked hard on this Board to bolster our Farmland Preservation Program and
quite frankly, | think that most municipalities in this county feel that way and the essence of
democracy and with the traditional Municipal Land Use Law has helped to protect in large part, |
think, our County quite well. Is it always a work in progress to try and improve that? Sure it is and
you know some things can certainly be manifested in a better way, but

that is each municipality on its own accord. Now, there needs to be coordination, but | can tell you,
| think with some of the language in the Highlands Legislation, the density, particularly in townships
like mine, will certainly override our MLUL in our township and actually make it more dense than
what it is. So, in essence, they have not really done anything to stop the growth.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “Well, most of the growth that has happened here in Warren
County has been the decision of the Judge with the Mount Laurel. | mean, it wasn't the townships.
We have the Court’s zoning our townships. Here’s another case where the Courts ... you know,
keep the State and the Court System out of our townships and | think we’'ll all be better off.”

Freeholder DiMaio: “And if you don’t believe it, go to Hackettstown and look up at Mount
Olive Township and look at the houses falling off the hill — I've never seen anything like it. They
built retaining walls that | don’t know how they’re ever going to hold up over time.”

Freeholder Chamberlain: “Greenwich Township is — it's a Judge-made decision there.
Mount Laurel.”

Freeholder DiMaio: “Any press comments or questions? If not, I'll entertain a motion for
Executive Session.

RESOLUTION 92-08

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTIVE SESSION OF THE WARREN COUNTY BOARD
OF CHOSEN FREEHOLDERS PROVIDING FOR A MEETING NOT OPEN TO THE PUBLIC IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THE NEW JERSEY OPEN PUBLIC MEETINGS
ACT, N.J.S.A. 10:4-12

WHEREAS, the Warren County Board of Chosen Freeholders is subject to certain
requirements of the Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A. 10:4-6, et seq., and

WHEREAS, the Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A. 10:4-12, provides that an Executive
Session, not open to the public, may be held for certain specified purposes when authorized by
Resolution, and

WHEREAS, it is necessary for the Warren County Board of Chosen Freeholders to discuss
in a session not open to the public certain matters relating to the item or items authorized by
N.J.S.A. 10:4-12b and designated below:
(1) Matters Required by Law to be Confidential: Any matter which, by express provision of
Federal law of State statute or rule of court shall be rendered confidential or excluded from the
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provisions of the Open Public Meetings Act.

(2) Matters Where the Release of Information Would Impair the Right to Receive Funds: Any
matter in which the release of information would impair a right to receive funds from the
Government of the United States.

(3) Matters Involving Individual Privacy: Any material the disclosure of which constitutes an
unwarranted invasion of individual privacy such as any records, data, reports, recommendations, or
other personal material of any educational, training, social service, medical, health, custodial, child
protection, rehabilitation, legal defense, welfare, housing,

relocation, insurance and similar program or institution operated by a public body pertaining to any
specific individual admitted to or served by such institution or program, including but not limited to
information relative to the individual's personal and family circumstances, and any material
pertaining to admission, discharge, treatment, progress or condition of any individual, unless the
individual concerned (or, in the case of a minor or incompetent, his guardian) shall request in
writing that the same be disclosed publicly.

4@ Matters Relating to Collective Bargaining Agreements: Any collective bargaining
agreement,or the terms and conditions which are proposed for inclusion in any collective
bargaining agreement, including the negotiation of the terms and conditions thereof with
employees or representatives of employees of the public body.

(5) Matters Relating to the Purchase, Lease or Acquisition of Real Property or the Investment of
Public Funds: Any matter involving the purchase, lease or acquisition of real property with public
funds, the setting of banking rates or investment of public funds, where it could adversely affect the
public interest if discussion of such matters were disclosed.

(6) Matters Relating toPublic Safety and Property: Any tactics and techniques utilized in protecting
the safety and property of the public, provided that their disclosure could impair such protection.
Any investigations of possible violations of the law.

(7) Matters Relating to Litigation, Negotiations and the Attorney-Client Privilege: Any pending or
anticipated litigation or contract negotiation in which the public body is, or many become a party.
Any matters falling within the attorney-client privilege, to the extent that confidentiality is required in
order for the attorney to exercise his ethical duties as a lawyer.

(8) Matters Relating to the Employment Relationship: Any matter involving the employment,
appointment, termination of employment, terms and conditions of employment, evaluation of the
performance or promotion or disciplining of any specific prospective public officer or employee or
current public officer or employee employed or appointed by the public body, unless all the
individual employees or appointees whose rights could be adversely affected request in writing that
such matter or matters be discussed at a public meeting.

(9) Matters Relating to the Potential Imposition of a Penalty: Any deliberations of a public body
occurring after a public hearing that may result in the imposition of a specific civil penalty upon the
responding party or the suspension or loss of a license or permit belonging to the responding party
bearing responsibility.

Freeholders, assembled in public session on January 23, 2008 that an Executive Session closed to
the Public shall be held on January 23, 2008 at 8:23 p.m. in the Freeholders Conference Room
located at the Wayne Dumont, Jr. Administration Building, 165 County Route 519 South, Belvidere,
New Jersey 07823 for the discussion of matters relating to the specific items designated above.
